U.S.D. haverecently combined
forces under the leadership of
history teacher Mike Ulwelling
to combat the teenage use of to-
bacco.

Uiwelling says that "You can't
just tell kids smoking will kill
you and make them stop."

So, Ulwelling, a member of
the American Lung Association,
is in the process of launchingan
anti-smoking campaign using
biofeedback machines. According
to Ulwelling, "The equipment
will demonstrate the immediate
harmful physical effects of smok-
ing."

In New Hampshire, 700 stu-
dents were tested with thismethod.
Of these, 249 were smokers.
two months later, 25 percent
had quit completely, and 36
percent cut back their consump-
tion.

Ulwelling hopes to have the
project in action at Peterson by
September, but first the acquisi-
tion of money is necessary. A
total of $2200is required for the
biofeedback hardware. The PTSA
has donated $200, and Mrs. Mar-
ian A. Peterson has donated $100.
