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Balance of the sexes

Title 9 eliminated sexdiscrim-
ination by giving equal opportun-
ity for both sexes fo join any
school activity.

Drawn up in 1972, Title 9states
that "No person. . .on the basis of
sex, be excluded from participa-
tion be denied the benefits of, or
be subjected fo discrimination

under any education program or
activity receiving Federal finan-
cial assistance.”

Equal opportunity being thekey
point, all activities ranging from
school spirit to sports must be
balanced for both sexes. Home-
coming queen activities must have
a comparable activity for males

within the same year, or induce
a Homecoming king. Positions

such as cheerleader, song girl,
and pirette must be open fo males.

Althouth females cannot play
with males in confact sports (foot-
ball, basketball, soccer, wrestl-
ing, and boxing), separate teams
and coaches must be provided
for the girls if they are interest-
in playing. Therefore, we could
have aboy's and agirl's football
team.

Other non-contact sporis such
as tennis and diving must allow
girls to participate if no separ-
ate team exists for them.

One, general, sports fund will
be shared by both sexes, with
funds being allocated as needed.
If a female team has financial
needs equwalenﬂo a male feam,
they will receive equal funding.

"De-sexing, " or neutralizing
sex stereo-typed titles and club
regulations is also in effect.The
Lettermen's Club will become
the Block Club. Song girls must
change to, perhaps, song per-
sons or spirit workers. (CSF day
inifiation can no longerkeep it's
dress requirement of boy--dress
shirt and fie, and girl--dress.)

Allschool courses offered must
be available to both sexes. Coun-
selors cannot recommend classes
on the basis of one's sex.
